IF YOU USE A BOAT 

The A/B is to be the first boat at the doors for emergency Personnel  

This is the only boat to store gas. 

 All other gas goes in the gas box which has been moved to the east side of the lot. 

The life jackets on the door are not to be used  Except by Emergency Personnel 

WHEN RETURNING A BOAT  

Rinse the boat down with fresh water 

Flush the motor 

ENSURE IT HAS 

 2 oars 

1 throw bag 

1 anchor 

1 first aid bag 

1 bailer (bucket or pump) 

1 dock hook 

Air  

REMOVE:  

Flags / Buoys

He also en-

joys the feeling of freedom, quietness and sense of space he experiences 

when paddling. 

He kayaks at least 3 times per week year round and races every week. 

For the past two years he has enjoyed the category win in the 19km the 

Tour de Indian Arm and the 32 km Around Bowen Island Race.  

Regarding safety, hereôs what he said: ñKnow your boatôs performance 

capabilities. Be aware of the currents and the wind so you donôt get 

caught up in bad weather. In winter, donôt take any risks at all. Wear a 

good dry-

suit, stay close to shore and always carry the proper safety equipment.ò  

Bernd says that he would be happy to answer any questions a club 

member might have about kayaking.
